· Community Health Clinics: Services include: immunizations; screening for blood pressure, anemia, lead and other health concerns.

· Maternal & Infant Health Program: Services include nursing assessments & nutritional education for pregnant women; Healthy Start Home Visitor Program; Kan-Be-Healthy physical assessments: Available for persons up to 21 years of age with a current medical card; day care physicals and school entry physicals (not sports physicals) available for children. (By appointment only.)
· Women, Infants & Children: Supplemental nutritional program (WIC) for low-income pregnant, breastfeeding, and post-partum mothers, infants & children under age 5 who are at nutritional risk.
